Update from Jutiapa Guatemala Partnership 

 

(the following is a summary update from Pastor 

Lucas Diaz - our partner in Guatemala - 

translated by Alex Pajaro) 

 
Four brethren are working with Pastor Lucas: 

Oliverio Maeda, Rosalio Molina y Miguel 

Navas. Pastor Lucas has called Jutiapa, 

Asuncion Mita, San Cristobal,  Atescatempa y 

Jerez: "El Corredor Misionero de Alabama." 

They have been visiting in these communities. 

En San Cristobal 13 families are 

being  discipled and Bible Study is given to 

them. We continue visiting Salomon Pacheco 

and his family who were the first visited by 

the initial team from Alabama. In Atescatempa 

we have visited 14 families. We have 3 

discipleship training groups, 3 Bible Studies 

and 8 visits with prayers for these families. In 

Jerez six  families have been recovered. I have 

faith that we can recover all the ones that were 

visited  after last visitation there. I will send 

more pictures later on.
